The Children’s Aid Society was founded in 1853 to rescue children from

the streets of New York City, children who were casualties of the Industrial
Revolution and massive waves of immigration. They faced the then common
practices of child abandonment and placement in orphan asylums. Charles
Loring Brace’s creation of Orphan Trains marked the first large-scale solution to
this problem, placing children with families and paving the way for the modern
foster care system.

A productive and dynamic legacy requires us never to be satisfied, and always
inventive of better ways of addressing society’s most intractable problems.
The Children’s Aid Society continues to assist the city’s most troubled children
and families, providing vital supports such as medical, dental and mental health
care, community centers and schools, adoption, medical and therapeutic foster
care, arts programs, early childhood education, mentoring and juvenile justice
programs.

Obesity Prevention

The percentage of adolescents who are overweight or obese has tripled in

the last 40 years. Children’s Aid is addressing this alarming trend with fitness
programs as well as nutrition training for adolescents. Fitness programs add
resources and fun to the fight to improve adolescent health. Food and nutrition
instruction, cooking classes, food policy awareness and an understanding of the
impact of food advertising help teens make smarter dietary decisions.

Community Re-entry

In partnership with the state Office of Children’s and Family Services (OCFS) and

the New York State Alliance of Boys and Girls Clubs, Children’s Aid seeks to build
on the interests and strengths of youth in this program, motivating them
to work in new and positive directions after their release. Participants
receive health and social services, as well as help with the challenging
job of completing their educations. Youth are then connected with Boys
and Girls Clubs that anchor their re-integration into their communities.

City Challenge

Children’s Aid works to connect youth who have served sentences

of six-to-eight months at Youth Leadership Academy facilities in New
York State and their parents with vital social services, as well as
health, substance abuse and family life and sex education programs.
We work with families before and after the youths’ return to change
the family circumstances that may have contributed to the sentences.

We have reduced recidivism among youth in this program from 81
to 50 percent.

Functional Family Therapy (FFT)

Children’s Aid was selected three years ago to develop a FFT program to serve
high-risk families of youth returning to the Bronx from OCFS residential facilities.
This is a family-based prevention and intervention program that has been proven
effective in treating a range of high-risk youth and their families. Children’s Aid’s
FFT team complements youth development efforts at our Community Re-entry

program clubhouses, providing home-based family therapy to teens throughout
the Bronx.

Persons in Need of Supervision (PINS)

The PINS program is designed to help teens who have not yet broken the law but
who are at risk, due to truancy and other problematic behaviors, to avoid future
involvement with the juvenile justice system. Youth referred by Family Court

to Children’s Aid for PINS are assessed by social workers so they receive the
services that will help them (and their families) make needed changes in their lives.
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Many teens have the ability needed to lead their
peers and to eventually become community

educators, advocates and leaders; at Children’s
Aid, their skills are nurtured and developed.

Leadership
All teens could benefit from training in peaceful conflict resolution, help in
overcoming victimization, violence and prejudice and encouraging their peers to
do the same. Children’s Aid works with teens to develop these skills. Watching a
teen blossom under public speaking tutelage is seeing a citizen who will not be
afraid to speak out. Begun in the Hope Leadership Academy described below,
this training is being incorporated into many of The Children’s Aid Society’s teen
initiatives.

Hope Leadership Academy

Children’s Aid’s Hope Leadership Academy was born of the need to address
issues of violence and victimization in the wake of the wide-scale upheaval and
loss of 9/11. These issues struck a particular chord for the adolescents we serve
in the disadvantaged neighborhoods of New York, reigniting familiar feelings of
trauma and fear, and reinforcing their sense of fatalism about the future. Hope
gives adolescents a safe place to process their feelings and gives them the skills Water Sports
needed to derive strength from their experiences so they can feel empowered
rather than helpless.

Youth Councils
Teens from several Bronx community schools and centers organized a youth

Academy teens work council around issues of mutual concern. They chose to make their voices heard
together in many in a conference they organized in November that brought together teens from
ways to develop their Children’s Aid sites across New York. At the conference, teens discussed issues
